His work entangles birth, life and death and explores the relationship between the physical and spiritual worlds. Saw's paintings have been regarded as romanticized gothic landscapes of nature, misfits and oddities. 

Recently Scott self-published his first art book titled “Curtains, the Wonder of Life and the Mystery of Death.” The work provides a unique view of the life cycle by portraying ‘stages' of life being acted out by strange, yet familiar creatures.
